                         Brief Summery of the Requirements of a Guardian Home
Female Guardian Home:
The guardian family agrees to allow this female dog to come to Gorgeous Goldendoodles to be bred up to three-five  times from the time she is around two years of age to six years of age.  The guardians will purchase pet insurance.  The guardians will allow her to stay with breeder for approximately seven/eight weeks to whelp and wean her puppies.  After she is finished with her breeding the guardian family will have her spayed and she will become the property of the guardian family. Occasionally we allow the guardian family to keep the puppies for a few weeks while they are young and easy to care.  This is on a case by case basis as we want to make sure families are able to provide good care to the puppies.
Male Guardian Home:
The guardian family agrees to allow access to this male dog whenever he is needed for a ‘date’ with one of his ‘girlfriends’. The guardian family will allow him to be used by Gorgeous Goldendoodles for breeding purposes for up to 8 years, but he will only be used for a few hours up to five days at a time during breeding times.  When his breeding career is over, guardian family will have him neutered and he will become property of the guardian family. 
Also the Guardian family must have a fenced yard and are responsible for yearly vaccinations, pet insurance (approximately $30  per month), vet bills, monthly heartworm/flea  meds,  grooming, obedience training classes.  The guardian home must be  flexible when breeder needs access to the dog for “dates” and deliver the dog to breeder when it is time for testing and breeding.  Gorgeous Goldendoodles will retain breeding rights and pay for costs associated with breeding.
I  do require guardian families to take obedience classes with their puppy and also HIGHLY recommend that the guardian family certify their dog in Canine Good Citizen training.  Once you complete the CGC training, I will reward you with a $250.  Your dog will then be eligible to be a therapy dog if you choose to go that route.
